Deja Vu - Dajha Vu Interview Episode 279
[00:00:00] 
Byron Miller: All right, y'all this is episode number 279 of the Homeroom Smooth Podcast and I got with me Deja Vu. 
Deja Vu: Two oh because I was gonna say 200 and then you said 79. So it's really 279. I'm Deja Vu. I do music. I rap. I sing. I song right and i'm a viral ass motherfucker, too. 
Byron Miller: I mean, I mean, yeah, yeah, you you pretty viral you pretty out there.
You're pretty out there. 
Deja Vu: I ain't no hyping But yeah, I mean, no, 
Byron Miller: no, i'm like dead serious like...
Deja Vu: Did you see that other video just went viral too? 
Byron Miller: Which one?
Deja Vu: I mean, punching a punching bag. 
Byron Miller: Oh yeah, that didn't even make sense. 
Deja Vu: That didn't even make sense, but I knew it though. I was like, I'm just gonna post this here.
Cause dudes like, dudes just gonna have something to say about a female being fake strong. Like, I just know it's gonna bother them. 
Byron Miller: Oh yeah. 
Deja Vu: And man, so many people was in my head. I was like, what? 
Byron Miller: They were like, your form was wrong. 
Deja Vu: It's a, it's an arcade game. Like. Talk about you you should have [00:01:00] stood up and make sure you cross with the left like who's hitting me.
Nothing's hitting me why would I focus on defense hitting a punching bag? Y'all sound crazy. It's so much testosterone in them comments. 
Byron Miller: Really it's really estrogen low key if you over there if you if you over there comment like that. That's really interesting because testosterone you would be secure and you and you would say, uh no, I'm minding my business.
Nope. Nope. Nope. Cause all I know is they going to turn on my head and my thread going to be like a thousand comments long. 
Deja Vu: Yeah 
Byron Miller: Oh, pick me. Yes. 
Deja Vu: Somebody check me. I checked the ass back. The check back. Got like 3000 likes. I was like, yeah, on your ass. I'm like, he said shit since, yeah, say something else to me man. 
Byron Miller: He over there sick. You got to make sure he didn't, he, he's still posting, you know...
Deja Vu: He got the post off his page. 
Byron Miller: Dang, oh, he's sad...
Deja Vu: You that's when somebody else was talking shit and I was like, well, I could tell by your bio. You just be saying shit . Deleted his whole [00:02:00] bio.
 Oh, why do men come out like that like come out like that? Then the minute somebody say something they'd be like 
Byron Miller: Right man. Hey that's when you know, you want they turn off the comments yeah, or all the future posts. 
Deja Vu: On god. Or they turn into um you such and such doesn't allow anyone, just anyone, to post them. 
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: Its limited. So to add them, limited to the mentions, like, you posted me first. Crazy. 
Byron Miller: Man. 
Deja Vu: Booyah. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, that's it. 
Deja Vu: I'm happy to be here. Thank you for having me. 
Byron Miller: Hey, I'm glad we get to do this in person. You know what I mean? 
Deja Vu: You know what I'm saying? Yeah. Yeah. Uh huh. I wish y'all had a good conversation on Zoom. Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Stream stream. Yeah, it's still on youtube. 
Deja Vu: Yeah, that's cool. Y'all check that out. Oh boy. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. Yeah. Yeah It was a good combo. It was a good combo. Very funny 
Deja Vu: Half of the motherfucker I forgot we was like being recorded. 
Byron Miller: Hey, you was kind of tripping on there. I was like, does she know she owns [00:03:00] live? You was treating like we was on facetime. 
Deja Vu: On god. I mean I was like, oh shit Oops 
Byron Miller: Man, all I had was dudes. So who that? Like, who that? Like, I'm like, bro, like, why are you asking me this? Like, I'm finna put you on her. Like, like, I'm like, bro, like, that's not how this works. 
Deja Vu: It's not how that works. That's funny as hell. I be seeing that cause I got friends. You remember, um, Kwame, Nakon Kwame, you know, the cinematographer you met me with?
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: He was shooting with some models like that same day and I seen his DM for myself, like. 
Byron Miller: You with my wife you with my homegirl you wait.
Deja Vu: Not about me, but yeah, he was shooting, um, India india Love. He was shooting her for his dm's was going crazy She's a top survey bitch, but I was like what make you think that he gonna be like yeah, so my homie said what's up? Like... why would y'all do this [00:04:00] I'm in the mood for a video. I'm like, uh, uh, not today, man. Black and auto shots. 
Byron Miller: They know they bricking. They know they bricking. 
Deja Vu: They ain't putting brick. Everybody say brick. I don't know why I thought there was an emphasis on that. 
Byron Miller: No, no. I mean, that's what happens when you miss a shot in basketball brick. That's that's what it is. Or you air ball. That's even worse. 
Deja Vu: Air ball. Oh, that's you. You ain't even, you ain't even hit the backboard. 
Byron Miller: You ain't hit nothing. 
Deja Vu: You know, I also love that game too. The uh, hotshot game. 
Byron Miller: The Hotshot game? 
Deja Vu: Oh yes. Oh my god. 
Byron Miller: You good? 
Deja Vu: I mean, I'm like 54, under 30 seconds. I'm, I'm decent. I beat the high score. But like, my producer come, we'll go to the studio after that, we'll go to the damn arcade. That motherfucker putting up 97. Had me feeling like boo boo. I just want to stand in the corner. But another guy come up, they like 43. I'm hitting 57 on their ass. Make me feel good. But yeah.
Yeah, [00:05:00] I love arcade games. I'll go to the arcade before a club any day. Any day. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. 
Deja Vu: Any day. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, Dave and Buster took a lot of my money. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. 
Byron Miller: I'm gonna need some stock. 
Deja Vu: Uh huh. 
Byron Miller: I'm gonna need some stock of some. 
Deja Vu: That's smart. You should go and invest. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. 
Deja Vu: Let them know what's up. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, I need that back. 
Deja Vu: Dave and Buster, give my boy a deal. Smooth Bustas. 
Byron Miller: Oh my God. 
Deja Vu: Hey, Power Smooth Bustas is crazy. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, that is. 
Deja Vu: Like the Bang Bros. Oh, 
Byron Miller: Oh, wow. Okay. I wasn't even thinking about that. That is kind of crazy. Yeah, that is kind of crazy. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. 
Byron Miller: That's good, man. So, um. Alright, so what we really here for is talk about your raps, though. Raps though.
Deja Vu: Yay.
Byron Miller: You know what I'm saying?
I seen you on, uh, I seen you on Famous Animal. How was that? 
Deja Vu: That was great. Famous Animal is such a bomb ass individual and platform. Like I'm really proud of him and the stuff that he been [00:06:00] bringing to Memphis just as a whole, like it show so much potential in such a dark space. Like I love my city, but god damn that place can be very dark sometimes.
So something like that, him. Wicked, um, Zach Hurst, all the things that they doing, back of the class, the little drop mics, shit, like all that type of stuff. Bringing that type of stuff to Memphis just helps so much I feel for like people to have outlets to express themselves You know, so I was I had to patronize him.
I remember when he first started I was one of the very first people to ever like pay him to review my music and it was like I don't know, probably like four years ago, four and a half years ago when I first started doing music and he was just like recording himself listening to somebody's song. He wasn't even doing live performances back then.
So, I just continued to grow, continued to watch him grow, skyrocket, do everything. And yeah, I came, laid my shit down how I was supposed to [00:07:00] and it was a great process. Like, yeah, I'm really, really proud of that whole thing. I'm happy I did that. Y'all should check me out at Famous Animal TV. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Shit. Per usual. Per usual. 
Deja Vu: Huge I got a new freestyle that's gonna come out too. I'm trying to put it out probably before. Thanksgiving or right after.
Byron Miller: Okay. 
Deja Vu: It's just like I'm in a space...
Byron Miller: like Friday Freestyle? 
Deja Vu: Type shit. I'm in a space right now to where I've been creating a whole bunch and being extremely productive. I think it's cuz I even get no wee wee, it's just been working 
Byron Miller: YoYo! Yo oh, yo! 
Deja Vu: Hold on, hold on, hold on, hold on. So, my hotline not being on Bling is funny to you? 
Byron Miller: I mean, it's not that your hotline not being on bling is funny to me. It's just like, who says that out loud? Like, yo, because that's the truth. I I, I ain't had sitting, you got a calendar that you check every day.
Deja Vu: I ain't getting wee wee on purpose. Like [00:08:00] I've been dodging wee wee. So it's like the more I dodge the wee wee the most shit I get done. So I just got shit in the vault. Just load it up. 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm.
Deja Vu: I'm ready to just keep shooting. Shoot, shoot, shoot. Like that day you met me with my cinematographer. 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: We shot three videos that day.
They all came back. I throw my editing switch on it and I'm just waiting like, I don't know. You get so excited in creation sometimes it's like, fuck it, I'm gonna drop three videos one day. Yeah. And then it's like, girl.
Byron Miller: Why the fuck would you no calm. 
Deja Vu: Calm your ass down. 
Byron Miller: If your friendly YouTube friend. Don't do that. Calm your ass down. Do not do that. 
Deja Vu: I'm spacing them out. But yeah, lock and loaded freestyle coming out. Oh, it's coming out. This is going to be December 8th. 
Byron Miller: No, well, this, yeah, this is coming out. 
Deja Vu: Check out the free file I just dropped. On YouTube. Did you see? It got to be with the time, Nicki. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Did you see?
Deja Vu: But yeah, y'all see that. It was a week ago.
Byron Miller: Oh my God. A week ago. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Oh, we Bobby [00:09:00] Shmurda 
Deja Vu: You feel me? Yeah, I was in one of his music videos after he got out and he did not put the hell out. I'm so sad about it. 
Byron Miller: Oh, that's crazy. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. Yeah. I was lazy to sit on that day too. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, man. Yeah, I gave, um, what's crazy is like, I gave one of his security guards a ride to LA.
Like, like, cause I just happened to be going and he was like, yo, he's like, can I get a ride? And I'm like, yeah. So I get I gave him a ride and I get like I ain't know where I was taking dude. And then he was like he said, oh, yeah, there's Bobby Shmurda crib and i'm like what you're like yeah, you want to come in i'm like I looked at the clock. It's like almost midnight. I said Nah, i'm good I'm good, dude. 
I was I was like i'm good. 
Deja Vu: If your on the spot 
Byron Miller: I'm I wasn't ready like because it threw me off like I just wasn't prepared like I had nothing Like I [00:10:00] was just like that's who? Yeah, i'm i'm no i'm buying the stuff that's ironic that you said that like it's on the way. Like the stuff to like just do it on the fly like that?
Deja Vu: Do like the the like walk in the street ask a motherfucking question and do the shit walk through the mile ask a motherfucking question 
Byron Miller: That's kind of like it's weird like it's trendy and you're always gonna get like some good feedback, but I feel like most of it It's like kind of like orchestrated and fake a bit. 
Deja Vu: For real? You think some people be know?
Byron Miller: Some some of them because some of the people are actual influencers though I like like when I go yeah, like i'm like, oh like you walked up. You didn't walk up to know that person as an influencer. Like like y'all set that up. 
Deja Vu: I can see that sometimes. I was out on bill street one time in Memphis and like some random influences of up and coming influences try to do the same thing with me and it was cool. So he was like, would you turn around for the camera?
Nigga, y'all got some turnaround funds in this bitch. Like what you mean turn off the [00:11:00] camera like no the fuck? And then he didn't even post me and I was like, bitch that's fine Next time I might turn around. . 
Byron Miller: They're wild. 
Deja Vu: Thats fight. What the hell? You made me talk all that shit. 
Byron Miller: That's crazy!
Deja Vu: Huh? But that could be cool.
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. I, I might, I might though, 'cause I see this dude, he, um, I forget what his name is, but I like his, he does 'em in, um, he does 'em in Vegas. 
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm. 
Byron Miller: Like all his stuff is in Vegas.
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm.
Byron Miller: And he be asking really good questions though. Mm-Hmm. . So if I get me a good question set, then Yeah. I'll go out there and do it.
Deja Vu: I've found pages, stumbled upon pages from my life. Really explore something. And I just be scrolling through to see what everybody will say to these questions. Pick up two friends and be like, Do you trust her? Go on her phone. Why you? Are you boyfriend? I've been there before. I'll be like
Byron Miller: Hey, them, them give me every time. Them give me every time. I'll be down the rabbit hole. 
Deja Vu: I love it. I'll be like, Oh, bitch, what you gonna do? Yeah.
Byron Miller: But yeah, yeah, I do. [00:12:00] I do plan on doing more like, um, like light impromptu stuff. 
Deja Vu: Impromptu, yeah. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, light impromptu stuff. That's what I'm saying. Cause, yeah, cause I mean like, like this, this is cool, like and I love this. Like this is, this is what I'm like more passionate about. But at the same time, I'm like, I need to get outside. 
Deja Vu: Yeah, don't be shy, Smooth. Don't be shy. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, I'm very, I'm 
Deja Vu: You ain't shy. Give me no false faith. 
Byron Miller: I'm very anti, like, a lot. I'm, I'm super anti. 
Deja Vu: Mm hmm. I can tell. I don't play that shit, though.
That's why I be talking to you. I be talking to you. You ain't better be shy around me. You gonna talk, sweetheart. Uh uh. 
Byron Miller: Oh, man.
Deja Vu: You gonna be comfortable. You gonna say what you need to say. Say what you need to say. Sandwiches. You know what I mean? 
Byron Miller: No, I know this song. I'm looking at you like, that's what you thought of?
Deja Vu: Immediately. 
Byron Miller: What year is this? 
Deja Vu: I don't even, bruh. That type of shit used to come on the TV, like, first thing in the morning. Super, super early in the morning before school. I remember like, getting ready to go to [00:13:00] LMBH1 or MCV or whatever. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, it was him, Linkin Park, and what, like? 
Deja Vu: By Christina Perri, um. Jar of Hearts used to be my shit.
Uh, um, the, what is it, Glass Animals? Like, I'm into all of them. 
Byron Miller: Gorillaz. 
Deja Vu: The Gorillaz, all of them. 
Byron Miller: Man, that song, they would play them. Yeah, they played the mess out of that. 
Deja Vu: That whole classic, like, it ain't as classic as some like Lauren shit. But I feel like, in the white community, 
Byron Miller: I mean, like, there's not, there's not an occasion where that, that beat has started and I never went, oh, that's that song.
Like I was in Starbucks and that mess came on. I was like, okay... 
Deja Vu: That's a rap on it. Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Ah, 
Deja Vu: Yeah. New freestyle coming soon, uh, Gorillaz. 
Byron Miller: Oh my god.
Deja Vu: FeelsGoodFreestyle. 
Byron Miller: Well. [00:14:00] 
Deja Vu: But yeah. Yeah. That shit cool. That shit super cool. I wanna do more, uh, platforms and shit. Like, I never did the random ass drop down mic in the middle of the hood shit. Or on The Radar and Colors and stuff. I want to do all that type of stuff. 
Byron Miller: Yeah Yeah, you're gonna get there you can get there. 
Deja Vu: i'm gonna keep working i'm gonna get there yeah. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, and then...
Deja Vu: You heard it here first. I'm gonna get there. No, i'm kidding. 
Byron Miller: No, but for real like the peak the peak of that stuff is Tiny Desk. There's still there's nobody touching Tiny Desk. Tiny Desk has the best.
Deja Vu: Oh my god, like This should be 
Byron Miller: Performances. Yeah. 
Deja Vu: You do it really do be legendary. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, um, what's his name that said he wasn't gonna do it then he did it juvenile. Yeah Yeah, he was like man. What the fuck is a Tiny Desk and then he said he came back an hour later Oh, I see what y'all talking about. 
Deja Vu: Yeah my bad He rocked that desk baby, it was so good. Yeah. [00:15:00] Oh my goodness His Summer Walkers was good. 
Byron Miller: Oh, yeah.
Deja Vu: Yeah, there's plenty of good ones on there Erica's.
Byron Miller: T Pains. 
Deja Vu: I was in the T Pains music video.
Byron Miller: Really?
Deja Vu: Yup, the song is just tips. I am in that music video. I am the girl with the black one piece on and the skirt. Serving cigarettes and shit. And also, dancing on his table when the police jump through the wall. That's me. That's me right there. 
Byron Miller: Whaaaaaat? Yeah, that's crazy.
Deja Vu: T pain music video I was in um, Janelle Monae when she did the the pink, um dirty computer Crazy classic life video. I open and I close it. It's crazy cuz I was out here just you know, like in LA working doing little ins and out odd shit around the industry to pay for like studio sessions and find my own music shit. So I was there working production and ended up they asked me to be [00:16:00] her stand in cuz we about the same size.
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: And color and shit. So I was doing it and then towards the end of the video. They was like, hey you wanna be in the video? I was like, y'all gonna pay me double? No, but I was like, fuck it, I wanna be in that motherfucker anyway. So, yeah. That one too, it's a few of them. I just have to really sit down and think cause it's been years, like.
Byron Miller: That's crazy. Yeah. You been working, working. 
Deja Vu: On everything though. Like, people have no idea. Especially like back home in Memphis. Folks have no idea how much shit, like, a motherfucker would do to just survive. Yeah, like. Hair, production, transportation, like what? Just making it make sense, but building it all around the industry to stay affiliated with everything that I love.
Like acting, singing, the whole, the lights, the cameras, the in front of the camera, behind the camera, like I love all of that. Direction, I love all of that shit, so. [00:17:00] It took me a second to just sit and focus just on music just to have that momentum i'll build up to one thing so that I can properly do the other things I like because at first I mean i'm a libra i'm super indecisive.
So I was in that bitch just juggling everything like yeah. So i'm gonna hit no like gotta focus on one thing for it to make it away. Since i've been doing that i've been seeing great results in life period. Like focusing on one thing giving it your all so that you can do multiple You Is definitely the way. 
Byron Miller: Yeah that that's facts. That's facts .That's facts because my my thing has been like, you know, i'm saying i'm like, okay I gotta do my regular nine to five job and I gotta do that.
Well, so that's good. So then I keep the money coming in so then I can do this. And then when this is right, then I can branch out and do this other thing. And then eventually I can leave that other thing alone. And then I can just do this this this and then start building building my own you Build my own like empire and stuff.
Deja Vu: [00:18:00] Yeah. Yeah, that's up and you doing this building a community like yeah, that's how you do it 
Byron Miller: I'll be trying to look out for people. I try I try people people be thinking i'm like like I don't be like, oh like you ain't you ain't you ain't fooling with me I'm, like just because I don't do it the way that you want me to do it. Like don't mean I don't fuck with you. I just I just have my own vision for how I want it to go. 
Deja Vu: Yeah, stick to that shit because I got a little post it. Uh, then I had said where like do what the fuck you want how you want to do it? Because if you take their advice and everything go to shit, you still responsible for cleaning it up so... 
Byron Miller: Right.
Deja Vu: You want to clean up the shit you made or the shit they made you make 
Byron Miller: Right.
Deja Vu: I'd rather clean up my own doo doo. I'm not cleaning up your doo doo, baby You're not A little yorkie poop. That's human shit. I gotta deal with it. 
Byron Miller: Right, and plus, it's easier to manage what you know, like as far as like risk management wise, versus like taking somebody's advice and now you gotta figure out, what's the [00:19:00] complications that could happen from doing this other thing?
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm. 
Byron Miller: Like versus when you're doing your own thing and you're on your own path, you probably already seen a lot of stuff on, on the way. So, you know, okay, I can just, if I do this this way, I can avoid this, this, and this. You know what I'm saying?
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm. 
Byron Miller: Like pitfalls. And I'm okay with this other risk, you know?
Deja Vu: Unless they did it before. Fuck. Fuck what they gotta say. 'Cause you don't know. You don't even do it. Like, 
Byron Miller: Yeah, most people ain't did it. Most people ain't even like close to anywhere. Type of own like they don't even care about their own stuff. They're not consistent. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Like i'm like what are you talking to me for like leave me alone? That's why I keep to myself. That's why i'm really anti. 
Deja Vu: Really? 
Byron Miller: That's really why i'm anti because i be seeing stuff and i'm just like I don't even want to hear like I don't want to hear it like. And then like you know i'm saying like i i've already like you know i'm saying you try and like reach out to some people. And then when you reach out to them, they like, you know, oh, yeah. But then they give you like that weird like Hollywood thing, but I'm like, here's the thing.
Like, this ain't even Hollywood. We back home. [00:20:00] Like we just regular people. I'm like, dude, you ain't got to be Holly. You're nobody like, and like, and I mean that respectfully, like, cause I'm nobody to like, we're, we're peers like, no, no, but no, but I'm saying like, yeah, we, we all somebody like, don't get me wrong, but I'm just saying in like, in scaling wise, like, yeah, yeah.
And I'm just like, bro, like. We, we're peers, you're reachable. I can talk to you. That's we're peers. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. I can reach you. Yeah. I can reach you.
Byron Miller: Like if you were unreachable and I could not reach you, then yeah, you're outside of my range. You're outside of my sphere. But no, like we, we share friends. Like we, that's, 
Deja Vu: Yeah, it's kind of weird.
Byron Miller: Yeah. 
Deja Vu: You want to know something? This has nothing to do with nothing, but this energy you give me, remind me of the Arthur mean with his fist. I literally see you as Arthur with your face bowed up like, I'mma be, I'mma be nice but bitch, no my face is bowed up. Like, I can [00:21:00] just see that look. 
Byron Miller: I do, I do carry a little chip on my side, I'm not even gonna lie. I do, I do, I do, I do, but that's what, that's what fuels me, that's what gets me going though. 
Deja Vu: You know, that's the second time I heard that this week from a man, like the chip on your shirt, cause I was just identifying something in somebody and I was just like, you kinda got a little PCSD, like You know, it's a little bit of your progress comes from you operating out of a certain fear from what has happened to you in the past.
So you gotta chip on your shoulder to not let this shit happen again. And it's like, I be thinking about the rest of the woman. I'm thinking about the root of the fear. But the man is like, nigga, that fuels me like that makes me continue to go like that pushes me further.
And I think that's just a really really good contrast between men and women and how we can use different things in our lives... 
Byron Miller: Yeah 
Deja Vu: To push us forward like because I never I never the chip on the shoulder thing don't really it click but I'd be feeling way more attached to that energy as [00:22:00] the negative than the positive. But men can take that same thing and win a fucking golden record win a fucking light That same energy and go and run a marathon. Like that same energy I have a woman in the crib.
I'm like, why would you say that? 
Byron Miller: Right. 
Deja Vu: I just want to be happy. 
Byron Miller: Cause at the end of the day, it comes from like, I'm gonna make you, I'm gonna make you eat that. You know what I'm saying? Like everything you said, I'll make you eat it. You know what I'm saying? I'll make you feel it. You know what I'm saying?
Like to the point where, cause like at one point when you're, when you start doing anything, like you always get, you always had like that initial like wave of criticism and stuff. And then, after that, there's silence and then after that, there's cheers. So if you shut everybody up, you're on your way. Once everybody's quiet, like, okay, they, like, they can't say nothing no more.
Like, there's nothing they can say. Like, that's when you know you won. Like, like, Like they ain't saying nothing to you. You think people not fucking with you? People not seeing it? No, [00:23:00] they just can't say what they what they wanted to say because they're like, Oh, I guess I can't say that no more because this is going for him.
I see him over here. I see this. I see that going for I see that like, oK, oK, well. But what about dang they did that too. Like, you know what i'm saying? I wanted I wanted to do that. Yeah, and then they get to looking at then they have to self reflect And then that's what really makes them shut up. 
Deja Vu: Yeah Yeah, once you get to looking in that mirror, you ain't got shit to say. Yeah, I could be dead.
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: I could be dead for sure. 
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: I thought about that earlier this week. I was like do you think the people who hate on you don't believe in you? They believe in you the most. That's why they hate your dumb ass. Like, they're like, oh this mothafucka gonna make it. I hate you. I hate you. I'm gonna find something wrong.
Cause I know it's, it gotta be something. Cause you, you got it. Like, so when I think of it that way, it's like, ah, okay. You really believe in me. That's why you, cause right now I'm feeling some of this silence. Like, as I progress, people that I've congratulated or [00:24:00] like supported in different ways, don't give me the same support for reaching the same certain little, you know, milestones that they was reaching before they got to where they was.
And then she was like, damn. Like when I see you shine, I tell the world you shining. But the minute I get to blinging on your ass now, you can't see like, oh, Oh damn. Okay. That shit, the not clapping, be like, okay, confirmation I'm doing something right. 
Byron Miller: Exactly. 
Deja Vu: I must be doing something right. It's cool. I'mma still fuck with you. I'mma tell you though. You ain't clap for me, bitch. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. Now look at you. That, it, it, it, there's a, there's a piece of it, there's a piece of it that, that hurts. There's a piece of it that hurts. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. 
Byron Miller: You know what i'm saying on our side on their side It just it just hurts and it's just like... 
Deja Vu: Because my heart not like that. Like it's not when you in places. I wish to be or want to be i'm happy that you're there because to me it's like damn, we come from the same space like if you could get there then shit I [00:25:00] could get there like that's motivation to me but It's something with progress and I don't I don't want to say it's just black folks, but I come from a southern black dominant city and it's like scarcity is a mindset, and they feel like success or positivity or anything that's good in life is scarce, so not everybody can have that.
So if they see you getting closer to it, it's frightening for them, or it's, or it's, they wanna reject you or try and put obstacles in your way as if it's not enough happiness to go around, bitch. Like, it's clearly enough drought, it's enough sadness, it's enough bullshit for everybody. But it ain't enough peace it ain't enough joy it ain't enough like fulfillment for motherfuckers like damn. Why are you so abundant in your bullshit? But you want to be scarce with the happiness like that shit weird as fuck to me. Like I do not understand that shit at all. 
Byron Miller: You're spitting. 
Deja Vu: I don't understand this shit at all It really do bothers me like it really bothered me because it's it's young folks [00:26:00] growing up In my city really thinking that they don't have a chance at genuine ass happiness. They gotta you make do with what is bitch. No, you don't like 
Byron Miller: The number one thing I realized that keeps people from realizing they can also have happiness Is leaving their city and going somewhere else and realizing there's other people that are happy.
Deja Vu: Bro! 
Byron Miller: Like the moment you leave where you're from and you realize oh people are happy in Dallas. People are happy in New Orleans.
People are happy in LA. People are happy in New York. People are happy in Canada. People are happy in South Africa. People are happy in 
Deja Vu: That shit is pivotal in my mental development just about myself that she was pivotal like yeah after I lost my brother to cancer. I just like I was studying medicine in school and I dropped the fuck out because I'm like how the fuck he battling cancer for a year and y'all couldn't [00:27:00] think of shit to save him but I'm over here devoting my life and my savings by going in debt to trying to be in the same position that those doctors was for him and I won't be able to do shit for real like what the fuck am I doing? It made me just question everything so from that I questioned Medicine.
I questioned religion. I questioned like formal, uh, fucking schooling. I just questioned everything. Taxation, money. I just thought I went, you know, the little black hole. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. You jumped beyond the rabbit hole.
Deja Vu: I was like, Oh, went straight into that business and just re sculpted my whole framework of how I think, because I realized everything that I thought everything that I was doing was taught to me by people who have never experienced the life that I wrote.
So I'm taking advice from people Who don't reach for the same shit i'm trying to get So, how could I literally get to where i'm trying to go? [00:28:00] Reaching how you reached that's not gonna work for me. So once that shit started to click I was like, bro. I don't know what to do with my life The only thing I could think of was to just go back was like what did I want to do before anybody taught me anything?
I just wanted to perform. I just wanted to like, I wanted to speak. I wanted my voice to be heard. I wanted, you know what I'm saying? I wanted to be a gymnast. I wanted to be a singer. I wanted to be a clothing designer. I wanted to be all these different creative things before people put reality in my head as if it was concrete and not something that I can create.
You know what I'm saying? So that's how I even got out here to LA period. I don't live here, but I get to travel here and stay here for different points at a time. To create with other creatives and do all this extra shit. But that literally pivotal in the framework of my mental on how i'm doing what i'm doing right now how i'm even sitting right here literally going somewhere else and seeing it.
Oh you motherfuckers are happy .
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: Shit. Oh y'all not tripping. Oh y'all just this nigga really sitting on the corner playing the guitar because the guitar really make him [00:29:00] happy oh, okay. You're not fucked up for real. You just that's what you love Oh, right, so I could do what I love and I could be happy. You I don't want to do it on the corner, but I could be happy
But yeah, that's just it's pivotal so as I grow and expand the main driving force behind why I want a platform Is to literally express these types of things to people who've never heard it because I didn't hear it I had to go see it. I picked up my little toyota, didn't see it drove over here never been over here before I've been on a plane once to Florida for a vacation, but never even seen the West Coast.
Like, I grew up in Memphis and I spent my summers in Gary, Indiana. Like, I went from living in the hood to vacationing in the hooder hood. Like, You know what I'm saying? That shit's bottom side, fucking, you know what I'm saying? [00:30:00] Motherfuckers was not, that shit was not nothing to see, you know? 
Byron Miller: That's like me vacationing in Little Rock, vacationing in Blahville.
Deja Vu: Bruh.
Byron Miller: That just sounds crazy. That sounds crazy.
Deja Vu: And I was happy to get away to Gary, like, the fuck is Gary? Like, come on, my whole family from there. So it's just, my daddy's side, they the folks that's from Tennessee, my mama's side, they from Gary, Chicago, and shit like that. So I, that's where I would. I went to school in Gary before too.
My grandma had, um, a stroke. We moved out there and that shit just, that's where, I ain't never seen no dead body in Memphis. I saw dead bodies in Gary, like, 4th grade off the bus stop, like. Excuse me, sir? Oh, this nigga dead! Like...
Byron Miller: No! 
Deja Vu: Yes! Yes, yes, yes. 
Byron Miller: I'm putting that on the list.
Deja Vu: I had to... 
Byron Miller: Do not go to Gary, Indiana.
Deja Vu: My uncle out there doing a lot to, to, to reconstruct the community. But [00:31:00] man, when I tell you that's a place, it's, it is dark. Like it is dark. It's dark. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. I can't, I can't go nowhere where it's dark. 
Deja Vu: No, it's dark. 
Byron Miller: You know? You know what city that it, you would assume it's bright, but it's super dark. 
Deja Vu: Where?
Byron Miller: New York.
Deja Vu: Oh, yeah.
Byron Miller: New York city is very dark. Like all the lights in the world, like Times Square is still dark. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. Yeah. The energy there gloomy as fuck. 
Byron Miller: It feels bleak. Like I was walking down the street and I'm like, this does not feel good. Like I eventually just went back to my room. Like I went there for my birthday cause I thought it was going to be cool.
And then I just was like depressed. I was like, this is not good. Like I am I looked up a train thing and I went to DC. Like I said, this is better I feel hope I feel like I could do something. I'm I might get into politics or something. 
Deja Vu: Yeah, I used to visit there a lot like yeah, that shit. That shit is different. You a place that [00:32:00] I thought was gonna be dark But surprisingly got a lot of light in it, even though it does have bullshit that go on Philly, like Philly actually got hella light in it.
Energy wise, like it's plenty of different creatives out there. It's like, I don't know, it was just good energy in certain spaces. Some folks crazy. Okay. But everybody crazy everywhere. So it wasn't that bad, but I found light there too. Like it was, it was really, really cool. But New York got some fast food. Oh my gosh.
Byron Miller: Like I didn't find it. 
Deja Vu: What? 
Byron Miller: I didn't find it.
The only thing that was open near me. That night when I was hungry because it was like it was so I was so hungry like I Like, nah, like I couldn't even sleep, like my, my stomach was hurting. And here's the thing, like it said five blocks, but five blocks in New York, that's a long way.
And it was, it was two, it was 2am. [00:33:00] I'm walking and the only thing that was open was Popeye's. 
Deja Vu: Oh yeah. Mm. 
Byron Miller: No, that was, that was bad. I walked in there, it was bulletproof glass. 
Deja Vu: That's dirty work, man. That's, that's, that's bad business. 
Byron Miller: I'm by myself. I don't know nobody. People just looking at me. I'm like, I know.
I look like lunch. .
Deja Vu: Like, just let out there looking like arthur.
Byron Miller: I said, let me give my food, please. 
Deja Vu: That's where I first tried, um, Asai.
Byron Miller: Oh.
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm. Was in New York. Yeah. Mm-Hmm. . I was like. The type of Fruit ice cream type shit. It was so good from that. That's the first time I ever tried blueberries. Like it's just different types of shit that I just never tried before Even jamaican food.
That's the first place I ever tried jamaican food because one thing people don't realize when you in the south asian people are niggas, white people are niggas. I'm dead ass serious. It wasn't [00:34:00] until I got to LA where Asian people sounded asian. Mexican people sounded 
Mexican. Like, bro, you going to the gas station in Memphis, the girl with the hijab be like, what can I do for you, baby? And it's normal. Out here, she got a language barrier. I'm like, oh, shit. Like, where the fuck am I at? 
Like, and then in New York is when I found out It's gonna sound stupid, but this is when I found out all black people ain't niggas It's dominicans, it's jamaicans It's all types of i'm seeing people darker than me with a whole different dialect and i'm like oh shit, like that's cool as hell.
It was one fucking african in my school name a lodge one. I never forget him because he was in my elementary school I went away came back niggas in my high school the same one african. [00:35:00] You get to LA, you get to New York it's groups of these motherfuckers i was speaking to each other differently So it's just like unless you open your mind up to that and go look for it in the south It ain't just readily available to you out.
That's true on the west coast the far east coast that shit comes to you It's in your face like you walk up to a motherfucker like, yo, hey, you seen da, da da da, just as black as you. I don know what you a, I'm like, nigga. Stop playing. Like, what you, oh, you really Spanish? For real? My bad brother. like, oh shit.
I never seen that shit until I started traveling. Like, swear to God. Yeah. Never seen that shit. And then, you know, social media opened that shit up too. But yeah. Never seen that shit. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. 
Deja Vu: I, I didn't, I just, 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: I thought black folks was snitching. 
Byron Miller: So so what so what should people what do people got. Well, dang, I tried to do a change this and it's not gonna work better ask about me. Okay, like no. 
Deja Vu: Better ask about me. Ah, yeah You want to talk [00:36:00] about better? 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. So what happened with that? What's going on? 
Deja Vu: That song is produced by bugs abyss books. This is a legendary billboard bug came up with yay, chicago, dude amazing visual. Literally like the most hands on, uh, as far as sculpting my ear to hear for certain cadences, to hear for even technical shit in music.
Like, just really putting me in the space of the technicality of music, like. He the first motherfucker to ever set me up with my own recording to be able to record myself outside of my, uh, god daddy. Like, for it to be myself and just teach me how to listen to certain shit, listen to feedback, da da da da.
So, that's produced by him. I got more stuff coming out about him. Amazing individual. But, scoped it, you know what I'm saying? It's Gangsta Boo sample. Recipe for her. So yeah, and the whole thing behind it, I know, you know, the chorus PIMP better ask about. Me [00:37:00] like that's just the nature of Memphis making easy money pimping hoes and style.
Like.. 
Byron Miller: Okay
Deja Vu: So I just wanted to get an essence of where i'm from by also giving it heavy wordplay linguistics like pockets that I know motherfuckers ain't in you know what i'm saying my own pocket. So that one it kicks so much flavor like I'm waiting now.
It's been other stuff I've done and recorded videos and stuff too, but that one particularly like I'm waiting. I'm saying shit. I'm listening that one because I really enjoy this song. No, it's different.
Byron Miller: Yeah Yeah, I like as soon as I heard it. I said, yeah 
Deja Vu: Yeah, that's the cut. 
Byron Miller: I said, yeah, 
Deja Vu: That's the joint.
Byron Miller: Yeah, I said, yeah. Yeah. Yeah, 
Deja Vu: And that's that one like guys. Like they like, no, no, you spittin you sayin something. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, yeah, yeah. 
Deja Vu: That's when I be like, okay, yeah, yeah, yeah. Like, too fine, that's twerkin in the club, da da da da da da, the girls be like, I ain't gon lie, yeah, that's that. I had to find ways to make myself digestible for multiple types of people.
Right. Because I was never [00:38:00] raised with girls. Like, I had big brothers my whole life. 
Byron Miller: Mm hmm.
Deja Vu: I never had a big sister, little sister, none of that. So, the energy I was raised around was very masculine. My point of view. Was very like cut throat straight to the point not very much emotions around it because I wasn't shown a lot of emotion as a child or affection shit like that.
Yes, you know, that just wasn't. So as I got older is when I started to learn how to like, okay, this is what females want to hear. This is kind of what dudes want to hear. Where can I get in between to where I could I could both y'all could feel me like yeah, so that's that's i'm forever on that journey to try and figure it out. But better ask about me. That hook is like that for the girls, but they're slow screw at y'all nigga's heads. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. I was like, oh, she rapping. Rapping. 
Deja Vu: Yeah, she rapping. Rapping. Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Like that. Like that one. I heard that one. I was like, I can send that to my niggas. I know. 
Deja Vu: Yeah. That's the one you send to your boys. Yeah, I can send that to And that actually what's [00:39:00] crazy is I, um, I just said it like.
I said it as a story on my tiktok. So I guess I gave his voice on my macaroni. Now he's talking about matrimony. I told him he gonna have to put a diamond on me. I'm saying it like that. That went up. That was like on like 200k or some shit on tiktok. And it's not, but girl, it's like, girl, yeah, I feel that, I feel that, I feel that.
And I put it into niggas was like, oh shit. Oh, okay. I feel you. I feel you. So I'm like,
Byron Miller: Yeah
Deja Vu: Cool we found a happy medium. I'm gonna push this. I'm like, yeah, push that one.
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: For sure. For sure. I'm happy you liked it. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. 
Deja Vu: For real. It makes me really proud of you. Yeah. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Cause as soon as I heard it, like I immediately shared it to my story.
That's when, you know, I like something. If I, if as soon as I go and I share it straight to my story. Yeah. That mean is good. 
Deja Vu: Yeah.
Byron Miller: This is good. 
Yeah, that means it's good. Like if I wait a while and i'm trying to figure out. Okay, i'ma i'ma push this out then.
Deja Vu: Yeah.
Byron Miller: I want to show [00:40:00] love. Yeah, like like I ain't even have to figure that one out. That's it
Deja Vu: Yeah, I love that track for sure and I don't I don't hear that coming from women. Like I don't hear them flows and pockets coming from women. Yeah, so especially not girls like me so i'm like, okay. Yeah, i'm into what I can do myself like.
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: That's what i'm most proud of. I got songs where I feel like shit, if some other another artist did it It'll probably be even bigger because it's something that is universal as hell as the normal sound. But that is literally unique to me that feel more like a fingerprint.
You know what i'm saying? 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah Yeah, and i'm i'm glad i'm just glad that you actually rap 
Deja Vu: Oh yeah... 
Byron Miller: Because a lot, a lot of people don't even actually rap.
Deja Vu: No. 
Byron Miller: Like we ain't gotta get into it. But I'm just saying for the record, a lot of y'all don't rap. 
Deja Vu: Mm-Hmm. 
Byron Miller: That's why, that's why it's crazy. 
Deja Vu: I write for rappers, so it's like I know a lot of motherfuckers do not rap. Okay. [00:41:00] 
Byron Miller: Okay. . Yeah. . 
Deja Vu: Like I know a lot of, I know. So, yeah, I'm not even closed out to that either because it's been plenty of songs and I wouldn't even say plenty, it's about four songs that I heard from another particular producer that I was working with in Dallas where it's like, oh, somebody else wrote this song but I changed three, four words.
That's me. Like, I feel it. So I get the cultivation of it and it wasn't until I got to L. A. that I realized singers are not songwriters. Never knew that. Never knew that. Then once I did my history work. Singles haven't been songwriters since the beginning of the time. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. It the, yeah. Culturally, it's only been rappers that actually write their stuff 
Deja Vu: Culturally.
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: Supposedly, you know, 
Byron Miller: Oh, the battery's low. 
Deja Vu: Mayday. Okay. Okay. 
Byron Miller: All right. So, but yeah, 
Deja Vu: I pride myself in songwriting too, though. Like.[00:42:00] 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: I love that. And so I know for a fact. Even in doubling down on like focusing on one thing. I write so many different types of music. I had to focus just on a certain type of style okay, we just don't go fully 100 percent my southern blah blah blah and just stay right there because you confuse the fuck out of people and never get anywhere, because you know how to write afrobeat cuz you know how to write pop cuz you know how to write country I come up with all these different types of movies.
I wake up and they'd be the poppiest fucking melody in my head that I know I can't use right now, type shit. 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: So... 
So I'm really doing all this rap shit to be able to do that one day. 
Byron Miller: Yeah. Yeah. See, because that's what I was about to say. I'm like, just hold, like do it. I'm talking do it and hold and hold that. 
Deja Vu: Because the minute I'm known enough, it's like, all right, y'all ready to pivot. I ain't gonna just cut you off. 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm.
Deja Vu: But we gonna have that rap shit. But now I'm gonna sprinkle in this pop a little bit. I'm gonna sprinkle in this little, you know what I'm saying? [00:43:00] Mm-Hmm. Little island vibe. You know what i'm saying just sprinkle that shit in because I love it for real. 
Byron Miller: All the great big artists That's what they do.
They diversify. 
Deja Vu: Yeah.
Byron Miller: All of them.
Deja Vu: I just seen this thing that um little dirt finna do a song with Ayra Starr. Like in this folks island to come who the fuck is Ayra Starr. So who the who the who the? Afrobeat. You don't know that Dirt dude, he's trying to transcend from just this particular because that's a whole nother country of income, supporters, touring, like, I don't ever want to be one faceted.
Byron Miller: Yeah, be landlocked. 
Deja Vu: Hell nah. Hell nah. I can't do that. I done seen too much now. I done explored too much of the world now. It's one thing when you come straight out of Memphis and go straight into the light you don't know much. You haven't seen much to be able to expand and diversify [00:44:00] yourself. So I'm happy that I did take the steps that I took to you know my path cuz my outlook and what I want to do I feel like my my growth potential my ceiling is not capped cuz I'm gonna expose some more shit like facts. Yeah chameleon around me. So 
Byron Miller: Feel that I feel that And then your most recent record is Jesus Christ. Why is it eluded? Tell me what it is. Tell me what it is. There it is. 
Deja Vu: It's an Aaliyah sample. 
Byron Miller: That's ironic that I was I should I should have just asked you to tell me what it is 
Deja Vu: It would have been perfect. Can you tell me what it is? Exactly well.
Byron Miller: Yeah.
Deja Vu: That Alia sample was done that was done by this producer named memphis Track boy super super legendary in my city. From og boo dirty to finesse two [00:45:00] times like Track Boy been in the industry of making memphis music for years. So to work with him is an honor like yeah, I listen to him he give me advice tell me what to do.
I I like when you stay in this flow Don't switch your flow right here. Stay right there. He wanted him. So I fuck with him. Always like I love a hands on producer. So we have plenty other records coming out, too He's super talented big ups to you Track Boy. We're going to the top baby. 
Byron Miller: Okay, you've been working I like that. 
Deja Vu: Oh, yeah Yeah, a lot of up and coming artists if I was saying anything is to build relationships with producers, right? We do a lot of building relationships with our peers, which is cool. That's how you build fans but developing a sound build relationships with producers so you can learn your sound like what? What is you? What's your fingerprint? Cuz it's a good billion artists out right now and I could categorize them who sound like what?
Yeah, I just never wanted to [00:46:00] be there, you know what i'm saying? 
Byron Miller: Yeah, and I I think I think that's a lot of artists hang up is you sound like somebody else. So it's like if somebody can't afford getting fruit loops, they don't get fruit loops. But when you can't afford fruit loops, you'll get fruity videos. 
Deja Vu: Exactly. You want fruit loops. The fuck? 
Byron Miller: Right?
So you might be, you might be baby Kendrick Lamar, and you might be hot for a second, then Kendrick Lamar dropping, and all of a sudden your streams fall off. 
Deja Vu: You feel me? You feel me? I don't ever wanna be no fix. 
Byron Miller: Mm-Hmm. 
Deja Vu: Artist staple. I want to be able to transcend generations and be able to cultivate my sound, my image, and everything as I change, or, you know what I'm saying? Mm-Hmm. . I never wanna be just that, ever. Like, 
Byron Miller: right. 
Deja Vu: Uhuh, Dejavu, deja. Uh, Danger 3000. Like, come on now. I want to transcend and grow [00:47:00] with my audience too. As, you know, as my art grows, I want to grow with it and change with it. Cultivate, for sure. 
Byron Miller: Yeah, what's your favorite thing about doing music? 
Deja Vu: Performing it. Yeah, performing it. I ain't gonna lie. That's probably what I do the least right now because I'm still up and coming.
But I love watching and creating and just being on stage, period. I love this shit. Like, the energy from a crowd, communicating with them. Like, even when it don't go how you want it to go, it's like learning from that on how to communicate with thousands of people at once. It's such a fine ass art to me.
Like, Tiara Monet, it's put that on my own mama that girl. 
Byron Miller: Yeah
Deja Vu: Oh my gosh, like the performance the artistry like and she she's been she's been at it for a long ass [00:48:00] time I remember when that video came out, but I fucking cried just because it was like you really worked and stuck to it. Like I know folks was telling her like hang it up, you know this song went viral.
It didn't get you nowhere. I hang it up. Yeah, she still kept going like That shit and to see her culture and all that time she spent doing it turned her into a, a plus high level performer. And that's what's going to get her books. That's what's going to get her on tour. That's what's going to carry her career way past the folks who've been popping, you know what I'm saying?
So I appreciate every aspect and step of that, but performance is a lost art right now. And that's my favorite part. Like, 
Byron Miller: Yeah, Yeah. Yeah. There's some people I'm like, I would not pay to go to your show. Yeah. And i'm and I love and I like I love your music But i'm not i'm not paying this have you stand there and have me rap to you I want you to let me... 
Deja Vu: I want you to rap. So I want you to put me into the experience like I want you to I [00:49:00] don't know and then even taking notes from people who aren't the best performers knowing that and using certain shit to their advantage Jay Z is a good expression of that like from studying him like he not a big stage presence motherfucker, he got them words for you, but if you pay attention to how he do his shows, he involves other people, he involves certain settings, he involves plenty different shit and cultivates his track list to where he's at and all this extra type of shit, I think he the first person, for me, that I seen do that, and like, it's like okay, even if you on the way up, it's okay to let a person who's a better performer than you shine, you on your stage.
That's fine. Like understand your strengths and understand your weaknesses. Like, and allow that shit to work the best for you. I would pay good money to watch Jay Z, even though I know Jay Z ain't the best performer. He going to make, he going to put on a good ass show because he know that. You know what I'm saying? I like his wife. You know what I'm saying? That is, that is good. The best performer in the [00:50:00] world. 
Byron Miller: Yes. Yeah her her Chris Brown, Bruno Mars. That's top tier top tier. That's top tier like Oh, yeah, yeah, yeah, 
Deja Vu: I do not doubt that for a second like yeah, I think she's gonna be right up there too because that girl is a performer.
Byron Miller: Yeah. Nah, I watched the behind I watched the behind the scenes of that music video I seen like how she was doing it just, just in the drive run. You know how they do the drive run, but she was still hitting it. 
Deja Vu: It's still full out for her. Yeah. 
Byron Miller: I was like, I was like, yeah, this is scary. I'm like, y'all are y'all in trouble?

Shit. Go do. Then don't stop here If it's scary do it. If it's normal fuck that don't do it If you seen somebody else do it and they failed at it Fuck it. Believe yourself.
